• Learn about emergency procedures at work, schools, and anywhere your family 

spends time 

• Identify escape routes from your home.  Find two ways out of each room. 

• Find safe spots in your home, especially for tornadoes and shelter-in-place. 

• Pick two places to meet:  right outside your home in case of a sudden emergency 

(like a fire) and outside your neighborhood if you can’t return home. 

• Pick a family contact in another state who everyone can contact if separated in 

an emergency. 

• Conduct emergency drills once a year. 

• Make plans for your pets if you need to evacuate.
